As you aware, and | am pleased to reconfirm, the Ontario College of Trades endorses the establishment of a
new “scope limited” provisional Certificate of Qualification as a pathway for uncertified Barbers to

become certified members of the Hairstylist trade without having to demonstrate competency in the full
scope of the Hairstylist trade.
